Glacier Bay National Park

The anticipation builds long before you arrive
in Glacier Bay National Park, and the rewards
are more than you could imagine. This
UNESCO World Heritage Site astonishes with
its soaring tidewater glaciers, most notably
the Margerie Glacier, and diverse marine life
swimming in the bay below. Watch as park
rangers scale the side of the ship to bring you
their expert insights as you spend a leisurely
day cruising while also enjoying distant views
of rugged mountains and sheltered fjords.

Endicott Arm & Dawes Glacier

Towering rocks rise before you as you sail
through Endicott Arm, a glacier-carved fjord
notable for its sparkling turquoise waters.
There’s wildlife everywhere with clambering
mountain goats and bald eagles soaring
overhead, and the waters are one of the
world’s largest breeding grounds for harbour
seals. Pass icebergs and waterfalls to reach
the head of the fjord and get as close as
possible to Dawes Glacier, which rises an
incredible 182 metres high.

Hubbard Glacier

Within the expanse of Wrangell-St. Elias
National Park and Preserve, Alaska’s largest
tidewater glacier measures more than

120 kilometres long and 11 kilometres wide.
This giant moves at such a rapid pace that
you might see large sections of ice calving
from the glacier in a thunderous crash.

College Fjord

When a millionaire railroad tycoon brought

a group of esteemed scientists to chart
Alaska’s glaciers, they found a treasure trove
in College Fjord. The collection of glaciers in
these waters were named after lvy League
schools and their sister institutions, including
the enormous Harvard Glacier that stretches
to meet the Chugach Icefield.

How do | pay onboard?

An itemised
onboard account will be delivered to your stateroom at the end of your cruise.
We recommend that you pre-register your credit or debit card details online with
‘Cruise Personalizer’ or at embarkation for an express check-out. We accept Visa,
MasterCard, Diners Club and AMEX. A1.1% service fee will be charged for
guests settling their onboard account via credit card. Debit cards act as a

If You have a condition that may seriously affect Your health or safety or the health or safety
of any other person onboard, We may refuse or cancel Your booking at Our discretion. We
will exercise Our discretion giving reasonable consideration to Your circumstances and We
will advise You of Our decision as soon as possible. Where Your booking is cancelled You may
be entitled to a refund under clause 22) or Consumer Laws.

Guests with restricted or limited mobility, and those with medical conditions must be self-
sufficient or travel with a carer or someone who can assist with day-to-day activities. Our
staff are unable to act as personal carers. Carers are at all times responsible for guests under
their care.

In the unlikely event of an emergency, it isimportant We have sufficient and specific support
for guests who require additional assistance, and we have advance notice of the support
required. You must advise Us if You need someone to guide and steady You on stairs as lifts
may not be available in an emergency, even if You are travelling with someone else who can
support You. Guests who are unable to get to their assembly stations independently for any
reason must be pre-registered for assistance to ensure We can provide sufficient support.
You must inform Us of any mobility or accessibility requirements You may have when making
abooking or as soon as possible after the booking is made, by contacting Our Customer
Service Team

The transmission of Communicable Diseases can be facilitated by people interacting
orin close/casual contact environments. Cruises involve the transportation of large
numbers of people in an environment where they are likely to interact or come into close/
casual contact with one another.

You can be exposed to pathogens and Communicable Diseases at any time during Your
Cruise (including onboard, in terminals, or while ashore). Exposure to pathogens and
Communicable Diseases is an inherent risk of Your Cruise. While We have policies and
procedures in place to reduce this risk, You acknowledge and accept that We cannot
eliminate this risk and You accept this risk upon booking with Us.

Onboard Medical Centre

Each ship has a medical centre that is staffed by qualified, licensed doctors and nurses
(medical staff). Medical staff are available during routine clinic hours and 24 hours a day
in the event of an emergency.

All onboard medical centres are well equipped to handle most medical conditions that

arise while onboard and are accredited to international healthcare quality standards. All

of Our medical centres are only for medical needs arising onboard and cannot cater for
treatments that You know You will require while on holiday. Further, medical care in the places
We visit may be limited in comparison to Australian and New Zealand standards. Itis Your
responsibility to consider Your itinerary and Your medical needs before booking with Us.

The medical centre is outside the scope of any health schemes like Australian Medicare

and New Zealand Accident Compensation Corporation. The onboard medical centre is a
private facility and as such consultations, treatments and medication are charged at private
rates and must be paid by You before Your final disembarkation. You may be entitled to seek
reimbursement of Your medical expenses from Your international travel insurer (if applicable).

While the medical centres are equipped to handle many medical conditions that arise while
onboard, there may be occasions where it becomes necessary to disembark or evacuate
You or a guest to receive further essential medical treatment. To ensure guest safety, this
decision will be made by medical staff and the Captain. If this occurs, You acknowledge
and agree that all medical services, repatriation costs, transport/travel expenses, onshore
accommodation expenses, onshore meals and the like are not included in Your Fare and
must be paid by You.

Pregnant Guests

We are unable to accept any guests who will have entered their 24th week of pregnancy or
later at any time during the Cruise. If You are pregnant at the commencement of Your Cruise,
You must obtain a letter from Your doctor prior to embarkation which confirms You are fit to
travel and specifies Your estimated due date. This letter must be produced upon request.

c) On the day of embarkation, guests are permitted to bring one 750ml (no larger) bottle

of wine or champagne onboard per voyage, which will not be subject to a corkage fee if
consumed in Your stateroom. Additional wine or champagne bottles are welcome, but will
incur a corkage fee each, irrespective of where they are intended to be consumed. Corkage
fees are listed on princess.com and are subject to change from time to time.

These
amounts are not actual charges, although they may appear like a charge on Your bank account
or statement, they are holds to ensure You have sufficient funds available to settle Your
account. Please be aware that while they are not actual charges, the pre-authorisations

At the end of Your Cruise, We will release all holds and charge Your nominated card a lump
sum equal to Your total onboard expenditure throughout the Cruise. Please note that while
We release all holds at the end of the Cruise, Your individual bank'’s terms and conditions apply
and some banks can take up to 30 days to release the held funds back to You. As such, please
ensure You have sufficient funds available in Your account to cover any bank hold(s) as well as
Your final charge. We cannot be held responsible for any bank-imposed charges including if
Your account is overdrawn. If You experience any delay having the held funds released back
to You, You should contact Your bank.

All onboard accounts must be settled in full before You leave the ship at the end of Your
cruise. Should You fail to settle Your onboard account before disembarking the ship, We
reserve the right cancel any existing or future bookings You may have with Us (and Our
affiliate brands) and retain the outstanding sums from any refund due to You, without
prejudice to any other remedies We may have under these Conditions or by Law.
